Inspector General” directed by Konstantinos Tsiougkos. 

• The Traditional Dance Group, on Saturday 23 May, presented the dance performance entitled “Our 

East” under the instruction of Giannis Gousios, member of the Laboratory Teaching Staff (EDIP). 

• The Music Workshop of AUA, on Sunday 24 May, under the musical direction and artistic 

supervision of Dimitris Mitsotakis, presented the musical evening “For Strange Stories”, featuring 

songs narrating stories, myths, and personal experiences.
