The Agricultural University of Athens participated again this year in the Exhibition of Studies in France organized by the French Institute of Greece, with the participation of many French University Institutions and Universities  The Exhibition was held on Friday, February 7, 2025, at the French Institute of Athens, while on Saturday, February 8, 2025, at the French Institute of Thessaloniki, in collaboration with the Study in Greece organization.
