


Through the generous support of the Stavros Niarchos Foundaࢼon, Rutgers, the State University of New Jersey, in 
partnership with the Agricultural University of Athens (AUA) and the American Farm School (AFS), began planning an 
ambiঞous, mulঞ-year project enঞtled New Agriculture for a New Generaࢼon. Through this planning grant, that 
addresses the Stavros Niarchos Foundaࢼon’s Recharging the Youth iniঞaঞve, expert faculty and leadership from the 
School of Environmental and Biological Sciences and the New Jersey Agricultural Experiment Staࢼon at Rutgers worked 
closely with execuঞve leadership teams and faculty from the Greek partner insঞtuঞons to provide:

 • Sixteen sectoral studies that assess the current state of each sector and the a�racঞveness of specific fields 
  for youth employment and entrepreneurship;

 • Two feasibility studies, focused on establishing food processing and sustainable farming incubator faciliঞes 
  and pracঞces;

 • One e-commerce study exploring the opportuniঞes and challenges for start-up and exisঞng enterprises in 
  the food agriculture sector (agrofood);

  • One study idenঞfying young people as potenঞal new farmers; and

 • Two technology-based applicaঞons designed to support data collecঞon, community and industry development, 
  agrotourism, and ongoing youth engagement.
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
